Martina Franca is a stunning hilltop town, crammed with Baroque churches and gracious palaces. Enjoy a little free time
here for shopping, before we visit one of Locorontondos leading wineries for a private tasting. Experience wines crafted
using the indigenous Verdeca and Fiano grapes. Next we visit some of the other enchanting hilltop villages of the Itria
